Jewellery 

▪ For health and safety reasons, please do 
not send your child to school wearing 
jewellery. If your child has already had 
his/her ears pierced, they may only wear 
plain studs, with no stones. 

Watches 

▪ Children may only wear plain, small, watches that only tell the time and do not allow any other 
activity to be accessed. 

Hair 

▪ Children should come to school with sensible haircuts. Skin-head, Mohican, motif haircuts, 
dyed hair and coloured extensions are not permitted. 

▪ Children may wear plain beads but these must be tied back. 

▪ Hair accessories should only be worn in order to keep hair tied back, they should be discreet 
and plain coloured (black/white/green).
